       Kermit the Frog sang, “It’s not easy being green.”  But as the song 
went on, Kermit realized that it was OK.  It was what he had to be.  We 
hear a lot of talk about ‘going green,’ and about our ‘carbon footprint,’ 
and about sustainability as it pertains to our lifestyle.  All these things are 
regarding how we care for the earth, for creation.  We are just beginning 
to become aware of some of these terms, and hopefully we will realize 

that “being green is what we have to be.”  Psalm 24:1 says, “The earth is the Lord’s and 
everything in it, the world and all who live in it.”  Scripture is filled with passages that let 
us know that God is the creator, and that all that has been created belongs to Him.  Following is an adaptation of a 
reader’s theater that includes many Bible texts and other facts pertaining to how we care for the earth. 
     “O sing to the Lord a new song; sing to the Lord all the earth.” (Ps. 96:1)  “Let the heavens be glad, and let the earth 
rejoice; let the sea roar, and all that fills it; let the fields exult, and everything in it.” (Ps. 96:11-12)  “Yours, O Lord, are 
the greatness, the power, the glory, the victory, and the majesty; for all that is in the heavens and on the earth is yours; 
yours is the kingdom, O Lord, and you are exalted as head above all.”  (I Chron. 29:11)  “You cause the grass to grow 
for the cattle, and plants for people to use, to bring forth food from the earth.”  (Ps. 104:14) 
      But degradation of soils causes problems around the world.  Soil erosion, depletion of nutrients, and desertification 
and deforestation are issues.  Desertification is caused by over-cultivation, overgrazing, deforestation, and poor irrigation 
practices.  It results in reduced soil productivity, damaged vegetation, dust storms, flooding and drought. 
      “You visit the earth and water it, you greatly enrich it.”  (Ps. 65:9) 
      “The land shall not be sold in perpetuity, for the land is mine; with me you are but aliens and tenants.  Throughout 
the land that you hold, you shall provide for the redemption of the land.”  (Lev. 25:23-24) 

      Should our garbage outlive us? 
      Did you know Americans throw away enough aluminum to rebuild the US’s entire commercial airline fleet every 
three months?  Did you know Americans throw away enough tires each year to encircle the planet almost three times?  
Did you know Americans throw away 19 million computers and 8 million TV sets every year?  Did you know Ameri-
cans throw away 2.5 million plastic bottles every hour?  Did you know Americans throw away 670,000 metric tons of 
edible food per year? 
      “Treat the earth well.  It was not given to you by your parents; it was loaned to you by your children.  We do not in-
herit the Earth from our Ancestors, we borrow it from our Children.”  (Ancient Indian Proverb) 
     One of the most basic necessities of life is water.  It flows through rivers, collects in lakes and oceans, and falls from 
the sky.  But usable freshwater is becoming more scarce.  Some of the causes of shortages are climate, drought, defores-
tation, industrial processes, and household use. 
      “Who has measured the waters in the hollow of his hand.”  (Is. 40:12) 
      “For waters shall break forth in the wilderness, and streams in the desert.”  (Is. 35:6). 
      But when the natural process of waters self-purification is overloaded, pollution builds up.  There are many causes of 
pollution including waste that demands oxygen and hurts the environment for fish, infectious agents often coming from 
animal or human waste, fertilizers, pesticides, radioactive substances from mining, and heat from industry. 

      Can we drink the water? 
      Did you know that 40% of America’s rivers are too polluted for fishing?  Did you know the Mississippi River carries 
an estimated 1.5 million tons of nitrogen into the Gulf of Mexico each year?  Did you know that 1.2 trillion gallons of

“Healthy Relationships, Healthy Community” event No-
vember 6-9. The next challenge is to help our youth hold 
on to the inspiration they experienced an allow it to bring 
them deeper into our worship life and grow more  

untreated sewage, stormwater, and industrial waste are discharged into US waters annually?  Did you know that the US 
may become as dependent on other nations for water as we are for oil? 
      Water is necessary for life.  “Only when the last tree has died and the last river been poisoned and the last fish been 
caught will we realize we cannot eat money.”  (Cree Indian Proverb) 
      “You stretch out the heavens like a tent…you make the clouds your chariot, you ride on the wings of the wind, you 
make the winds your messengers.”  (Ps. 104:2-4) 
      A balanced composition of gases makes up the earths atmosphere.  But in the past two hundred years the balance 
has been altered by the release of greenhouse gases resulting in climate change. 
      “The heavens are telling the glory of God, and the firmament proclaims His handiwork.”  (Ps. 19:1) 
      But the burning of fossil fuels, deforestation, use of chemical fertilizers, use of aerosol spray cans, even volcanic 
eruptions release greenhouse gases into the atmosphere. This causes heating in some areas and cooling in others, rising 
sea levels, increased extreme weather events, increase in disease, decrease in agricultural productivity.  Did you know 
warming of the ocean’s temperature is harmful to the human population causing some to lose their homes?  Did you 
know that one of the biggest steps humans can take to slow climate change is to reduce car usage?  Did you know that 
climate change in polar regions adversely affects not only animals native to the area, but the people who live there, 
threatening to endanger roads and building but also bringing in bacteria that could contaminate drinking water? 
      “The earth lies polluted under its inhabitants; for they have transgressed laws, violated the statutes, broken the ever-
lasting covenant.”  (Is. 24:5-6) 
      “Therefore the land mourns, and all who live in it languish, together with the birds of the air, even the fish of the sea 
are perishing.”  (Hosea 4:3) 
      “Humankind has not woven the web of life.  We are but one thread within it.  Whatever we do to the web, we do to 
ourselves.  All things are bound together.  All things connect.”  (Chief Seattle, 1854) 
      “He has told you, O mortal, what is good, and what does the Lord require of you, but to do justice and to love kind-
ness, and to walk humbly with your God.”  (Micah 6:8)  “And God saw that it was good.”  (Gen. 1:10)

 Pastor Gail was responsible for the worship services 
for Camp Mennoscah Sunday using the theme, “It’s Easy 
Being Green.” Maybe we can begin to think about ‘being 
green’ as a church by being aware of the ways that crea-
tion is affected and thus our relationship with God and 
with our brothers and sisters around the world. Scripture 
speaks a lot about the environment. After discussion and 
the desire to try to be “green”, it was decided to go ahead 
with the trial plan of printing the announcements on the  
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screen one Sunday a month through the summer. After 
receiving feedback from some of the congregation mem-
bers, the announcements will be slowed down on the 
screen and we will be more selective about the announce-
ments that get on the screen.

Did you know that if all 221 attending households would give $2,517.91 
per year or $48.42 per week our budget would be met? Did you know 
that if all 550 of our membership households would give $19.46 per 
week our budget would be met? 
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 Do you hear that flutter of activity? Do 
you hear excitement? Could it be angels? Yes, it 
is angels!! These angels have come in the form 
of high school students and a few adults who 

saw a need and have set their sights on meeting those needs. 
 When Pam Schrag began her ministry internship at the Eden 
Church her focus was on those living in our community with “modest 
means.” With our current economy, more people are thrust into this 
category each day. Kansas currently has a 7% unemployment rate with 
more talk of layoffs in the area. Pam came aboard with some ideas, but 
thought it would be a good idea to involve the community, let them 
vision and dream and see where it would go. It wasn’t long before a 
prayer group began. Another group began envisioning what 
“community” really means and how to put ideas into action. Some en-
thusiastic and energetic high school students jumped right into action. 
They see the needs first hand on a daily basis. These students see other 
students who, just like them, need clothes and supplies for school. 
 The planning meetings have been a place where wheels have be-
gun to turn and ideas are abundant. The enthusiasm and energy  
have only been surpassed by community members who are willing to 
donate either items or money. At first the biggest obstacle to overcome 
was finding a building to house this project. Since school is just around

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the corner and time is of the essence a place 
was needed immediately that would be cen-
trally located and convenient. The work shop 
of the Associated Churches of Moundridge at 
325 E. Thornton will house the project for 
now. The group is still looking for a building 
that is larger and would better suit their 
needs, but at this time one has not surfaced. 

 How can you help? You can help by 
cleaning out your closet and donating gently 
used clothes and shoes of all sizes. School 
supplies are also needed. Lists of supplies 
needed for each grade level  have been 
placed in the fellowship hall at church along 
with boxes to  place the items in when pur-
chased.

When the disciples received the coming of the Spirit at Pentecost, they also received the 
breath of God’s life. 
 
Everyday we breathe, yet, as Shane said, something so common contains all the power of God’s life and 
God’s Spirit!  It is a shared human experience; it is a shared gift of God to each person, even if many do 
not recognize the gift.  Mentors help youth notice the everyday ways God gives us gifts and God gives 
us life and gives us the Spirit.
